POSITION SUMMARY: 

To provide personal and confidential student assessment services for the students of Fort La Bosse School Division and to contribute to the smooth and efficient implementation of approved program recommendations. The School Psychologist is expected to co-ordinate all counselling efforts from the School Division Administration Office so as to maximise services to all the students of the School Division.

POSITION RESPONSIBILITIES:

The School Psychologist will assist and support the Fort La Bosse teaching staff in the following manner:

1. Assess children who are referred in order to gain information about the child’s cognitive, academic, and social-emotional functioning.

2. Recommend to the referral agent (e.g. classroom teacher and/or resource teacher) and principal, alterations in teaching strategies, special materials, or referral to other programs/agencies based on the assessment.

3. Provide advice on the development and implementation of behavior management programs.

4. Counsel students and parents.

5. Consult with teachers about instructional units dealing with some aspects of primary prevention such as teaching social skills, problem solving, decision making, communication, etc.

6. Cooperate with school teams in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of special programs for children.

7. Participate in the Westman School Clinician’s Committee.

8. Continue professional growth and development by attending inservices, conferences, and keeping up with the literature on advances in education and psychology.
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
