MARKING

3. A mark of 85 or more must be obtained to receive a first place. Festival participants have the choice of entering Competitive or Non-Competitive. In Competitive classes marks will be given. The adjudicator will decide who is to receive the award in the event of a tie. All Kindergarten and Visual Arts classes are Non- Competitive.

There will be NO HI-LITES CONCERTS. Instead, applicable awards will be presented at piano recitals, Band and choir concerts, and school assemblies.

GENERAL PROCEDURE

    Multi-generational classes and Open classes are open to anyone, but Multi-generational classes are Non-Competitive and therefore ineligible for trophies or awards. Also, Class K 2708 Piano Duet, Open is not eligible for trophies or awards.

    Refunds for entries will be at the discretion of the executive. 

    For Musical Theatre Classes, TA 0166 to TA 0171, performance time should not exceed 30 minutes.

    Video taping of performances IS allowed at all sessions. However, adjudications may not be taped.

DRAMA  CLASSES:    For all Drama Classes, Puppetry Classes, Mime Classes, and Musical Theatre Classes listed on pages 172-174 in the provincial syllabus, the TIME LIMIT is 10 Minutes.
VISUAL ARTS CLASSES: Please use “ Visual Arts Entry Forms “. Preschool entries, please give Festival Class Name on entry form and mark “ Preschool “ for Class Number. Anyone wishing to enter in classes younger than listed in the Provincial Syllabus for Visual Arts should follow the same procedure but substitute own age or grade for class number.   Artwork may not exceed 1 metre x 1.5 metres.

PIANO CLASSES: The festival committee will provide for the adjudicator: The 2008 as well as 2001 Grades 1-8 Royal Conservatory Series. All other books are the responsibility of the participant and are to be handed in before the session begins.

DELETE:  all Electronic Piano classes.
SPEECH ARTS CLASSES:  ***A.M.A.F.  HAS PURCHASED A LICENCE THAT ALLOWS  A.M.A.F.-AFFILIATED FESTIVALS AND THEIR PARTICIPANTS TO PHOTOCOPY THE SELECTIONS IN THE SPEECH ARTS MANUALS. USE OF THESE COPIES IS RESTRICTED TO PARTICIPATION IN A.M.A.F.-AFFILIATED FESTIVALS.
Photocopying is STILL NOT ALLOWED in the other disciplines.

NOTE: Participants are responsible for entering in the correct classes. ie. A test piece cannot be used as an own choice selection. In piano, a Baroque piece cannot be played in a Romantic Composers class. Once the program has been printed, festival committee policy is to NOT move entries in order to prevent programming conflicts.
